LONE STAR CASA VOLUNTEER INFORMATION SESSION

In 2010, 230 children were confirmed as victims of child abuse or neglect in Kaufman and Rockwall Counties.  During that same period, 316 children were in the custody of Child Protective Services.  Lone Star CASA’s mission is to advocate for these children during their time within the legal system.   


A judge appoints a trained Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) volunteer  to a case when a child is removed from his or her home and placed in foster care.  CASA volunteers monitor a child’s well being in foster care, advocate for the child within the court system, and help ensure that the child receives the services he or she needs.  


The goal of Lone Star CASA is that every child in Kaufman and Rockwall Counties who needs a CASA has a CASA.  CASA volunteers make lasting impressions on the lives of these children.
